Architecture in various parts of Spain. A total of 28 students from
B. Arch. (Second, third and fifth year) accompanied by two faculty
members Prof. Shhilpi Sinha and Mr. Satvinder Singh Walia were
part of this programme.

Exploring the architecture of Spain took us to some of the most
interesting towns and cities and our students explored almost all
theregions of Spain including: Madrid, Cordoba, Seville, Granada,
Murcia,Valencia, Barcelona and Bilbao.

Spain has the greatest variety of architecture in Europe because
of its history. The Moors conquered Spain in 711 and exerted a
very strong influence on Spanish architecture. Their influence
was to make architecture more decorative. Gothic architecture in
Spain was more decorative than Gothic architecture in other
European countries because many Moorish features were added.
This happened also with Renaissance architecture and Baroque
architecture. Even today it is exerting its influence in many
modern buildings.

Nowadays, Majority of Bohras have moved
out. The oldest house was built in 1943. It is a long rectangular
house of around 20x100 ft or 20x80 ft. All the houses have two
floors and a roof mainly used for storage purpose.The plinth level
isabout6to 7 feet high from the road for their privacy.

The houses had extended Balconies. These houses also embody
Gujarat's fine wood and stone craftsmanship. The architecture
reflects the community's tradition and practices that calls for
privacy of women.
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Gwalior and Orchcha Study Tour

The Sharda School of Design, Architecture and Planning (SAP),
Department of Architecture, Sharda University, conducted a
Related Study Programme to Gwalior and Orchcha from 11
September to 15 September,2023. This trip had given students
exposure to Bundelkhand Architecture Style. This Study Tour
gave students an experiential & contextual learning experience.

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Kerala Study Tour (First Year SSDAP Students)

Students had an exposure to myriads of building techniques and
architectural styles during the study trip to Kerala. It includes, but
is not limited to, visiting Padmanabhaswamy Temple in
Trivandrum at 5:00 am, marvelling the woodwork at
Padmanabhapuram palace in Tamil Nadu, sketching at Laurie
Baker Centre in Trivandrum, hands-on workshop with architect
Vinu Daniel in Adoor, an interactive session with Architect
Krishnan Varma at his home studio in Kochi and heritage walk of
Kochifort area with Saumya Joseph, a Sharda University alumnus.
Students were also guided to make reflective journals recording
their learnings in form of sketches, photos and textual notes by
Delhibased interiorarchitect, VanyaVerma.

The students imbibed the local culture, tried the local cuisines,
had engaging conversations with friendly locals, met successful
architects who are using local and waste materials and designing
cost effective, experiential spaces. They had fun at Kovalam and
Varkaka beach, shopped at Lulu Mall, (Asia's biggest mall),
enjoyed coffee at Laurie Baker's Indian coffee house, visited a
synagogue for the first time and also attended 12 am mass in a
church of Kochion Christmas Eve.
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Pondicherry & Auroville Study Tour

The School of Architecture and Planning, Sharda University
went on a RELATED STUDY PROGRAMME (RSP) at the Union
Territory (UT) of Pondicherry and Auroville. 42 students of
2nd year and 3rd year B.Arch. accompanied by two faculty
members participated in the programme.

The aim of the study was to expose the students to the
vernacular as well as contemporary architecture of the
heritage town of Pondicherry and Auroville

In the first phase of the related study programme (RSP) the
students and faculty participated in a research project of
Indian National Trust for Art and Cultural Heritage (INTACH).
For the study, the students were divided into 10 groups and
conducted a primary survey of about 60 streets spanning all
across the city of Pondicherry.

The objective of the study was to do a mapping of the
building use of these streets.

.

To understand the lifestyle of the people of the region, the
students were made to do measure drawings of two
traditional houses, a café and a guest house building.

The survey will be used in research and recommendations to
the local government in formulating policies and controls
forthe buildingand land use of the city.

In Auroville, students participated in a workshop on
Bamboo & Ferro cement construction thus learning on site
construction techniques of the southern region of India.

Outcome:

Expose students to the mapping (survey) methods of urban
settlement heritage

Understand the vernacular architecture and life style of the
region.

Learn techniques to undertake documentation of buildings
by doing measure drawing.

Learn about the construction techniques and methods of
heritage building.

Get a first hand experience on construction techniques of
Bamboo and Ferro cement structures.

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Hands-on Construction
Workshop- Delhi

A hands-on construction workshop was held in Sharda
University, Greater Noida under Mr. Jason Griffiths, an
associate professor of architecture at Nebraska University
from the 5th of January to the 15th of January. As a part of
his design build project, an urban insert was the main idea
for this hand-on workshop. A group of 40 students worked
under him understanding the designing process and the
workability of various materials.

The workshop:

The start to the workshop was marked by an introduction
to the site and site context explaining the students its
importance in the designing process. Followed by the
introduction, materials research and design development
was done. Since it was a hands on construction workshop,
most of the time was given in understanding the materials
property and the relationship between the material and
the form that could be achieved from it. Hence the
designing of the urban insert was a normative form but
had intricate details of how the materials interact with
each otheraswellas the surroundings.

The construction was donein phases. In thefirst phase, the
students worked in the carpentry workshop making the
wooden arches that were the frame of the structure. Its a
different technique called CLT i.e. cross laminated timber
structure. CLT is one of the upcoming technologies in
Infrastructure industry with large application of Timber
with a approach towards sustainability.

The CLT technique used is a modular method by
lamination of waste wooden strips, curved to form and
arch, a stable structural form. Eight arches were made with
this technique. Simultaneously, the excavation on site and
the foundation work carried out by the students. This was
followed by the assembly of the framework on site. Once
the framework was assembled, the flooring was done. The
last phase was majorly the finishing of the structure.
Adding the roof skin and treating the wood for the
prevention, painting and polishing were also done side by
side.
